At large-group time, the teacher asks, “Who has an idea for how we can move our legs?” Micah suggests, “We can lay on our backs and ride a bike.” The teacher asks Micah, “How would that look?” The teacher lies down on the floor and moves her legs like Micah’s. Then she asks another child for his idea. Kobe’s idea is to jump up and down. So, the children and teachers jump up and down.” The teacher notices Marla sitting on the side and asks, “Marla, how should we move our legs next?” When Marla doesn’t respond, the teacher asks, “Would you like to think about it for a minute?” When Marla shakes her head no, the teacher says, “Marla, it looks like you are going to watch for a while.” She turns to another child for a suggestion.


At small group time Miss Lewis pass each child a copy of an apple and a red crayon. She said today we are going to learn about apples.  A is for apples and apples have seeds in them. Pick up your crayon and color your apple red just like my picture.  When you get finish, we will get our coats and go outside.



During small group time, Ms. Wilson gives each child a container with scissors, string, pre-cut black and orange construction paper, a piece of aluminum foil, and some glue. She says “I want each of you to choose something from your container that is black. Good, Sue you got the black paper. Good, Michael. No Evette the scissors are not black they are silver. Put them back and find something black. Now find something long and pointy. Now that everyone has found the scissors Ms. Wilson now shows everyone how to cut out the feet, where to put the orange paper for the feathers, where to draw the beak and eyes, and how to attack a string to hang the turkey up. “Good job your turkeys all have eyes, feathers, beaks, and legs”.

At small group time, Ms. Green says “for small group we are going to explore and mix colors”. She then gives each child a basket with a cup of water, paper towel, and 4 colored tablets.  She allows each child to choose what color they would like to put in their cup of water. She then walks around and ask children questions let “What color did you make”? I wonder would happen if you mix blue and yellow”?  “Can you tell me the colors you are mixing?”



At large-group time, Brianna chooses “Eensy Weensy Spider” from the song book. After singing it and doing the hand motions in the traditional way, the teacher asks, “How else can we make the spider go up the water spout?” April wriggles her fingers way up high. The teacher tells April that they have already done that and says, “I’ve got an idea. Let’s flick our fingers.” She demonstrates flicking her fingers. Everyone flicks their fingers as they sing the song again.




At planning time Mr. Johnson says to his group Mikey and Bruce you are playing in the block area, Jackie and Tammy you can go to the house area, and Candice and Mary you can go to the sand and water table. I will have some hearts over in the art area everybody will need to come over and make a Valentine card. Candice says “can I work with the puzzles” Mr. Johnson says “no that area is closed today”.
